It’s called PrEP (short for
Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis), and it’s for people who are HIV negative. Find out more about PrEP and
whether it might be right for you: www.tryprep.org.

How safe is PrEP? Very safe AND effective. While some people experience minor side effects like
nausea, most people don’t. This medication can prevent HIV through sex or intravenous drug use.

PrEP facts:

PrEP prevents the spread of HIV through sex by up to 99%, which means that you can have sexual
connections with people living with HIV, without worrying about getting the virus.

PrEP only protects you from HIV — not from other STls (sexually transmitted infections) like
gonorrhea, chlamydia, or syphilis.

Using PrEP and condoms together provides protection from HIV and most STls.

PrEP is safe for Trans women and men because there are no known drug conflicts between PrEP
and hormone therapy. If you're still concerned, that’s understandable. Consult your health care
provider about checking your hormone levels.
